This walk around the city of Goodlettsville has been prepared to encourage our prayers for our city and the needs of its people.  As we pray, we encourage good health practices as well.  As you walk, pause at each of the prayer stops and offer specific prayers as indicated on the walk guide.  The walk begins and ends in front of Connell Memorial United Methodist Church.

Pray for the Church.  Connell is one of many congregations in the city of Goodlettsville.  Each congregation needs your prayers for their mission and outreach  Pray that each one is able to share the love of Jesus Christ and offer the gift of salvation to all who will hear..  Pray for your home congregation, its pastor and staff, its administrative body and its program bodies.  

Walk south down Church Street to East Cedar.  Turn to the Dale House on the corner.

Pray for those who struggle with addictions: alcohol, drugs, pornography and other substances that control their lives.  
Continue south through the Regions Bank parking lot to Long Hollow Pike.

Pray for the financial institutions of our city.  Pray that they remain a solid anchor to the economy of our city.  Pray that they practice fairness in lending, offering services without prejudice to all who are in need.

Turn to look across Long Hollow  Pike

Pray for the Emergency Personnel of Goodlettsville.  Pray for their safety as they seek to maintain our safety.  Pray for their families who sacrifice daily so they can perform the duties of their jobs.

Walk east to City Hall and cross into their yard.  

Pray for the Mayor and Councilmen.  Pray for the commissions and agencies that regulate the city, that their work is fair and without prejudice.  Pray for the court that meets inside City Hall.  Move south through the parking lot around the building.  As you pass the Police cruisers in the parking lot, pray for the officers, for safety in their job, for their families who make daily sacrifices so they can protect and serve.  Pray for justice in law enforcement.  Pray for those who support them in their work.
Continue around City Hall
Pray for the Community Center and the ball fields behind them.  Pray that each child that enters the field of play learns sportsmanship, fairness as they respect the rules of the game. Pray for the adult leaders and coaches who weekly relate to these children.  Pray that God will provide men and women of integrity to mentor their time on the field.

Move around City Hall to the north side.  

Walk through the park and read the monuments.  Pray that our memories are long enough to learn from past mistakes and to build on the successes of yesterday.  Pause at the War Memorial and pray for peace.  Remember those you know who are serving in the military, especially those deployed away from their families.  Remember those who lost their lives to war, especially those listed on this monument.

Walk down Main Street to the antique district.

Pray for the commerce of our city.  Pray for those who make their living from stores just like these all across our city.  Pray for our economy, for the buying and selling, that in our system we find fair trade, respect for one another and integrity.

Turn to face the funeral home

Pray for those who have lost people they care about. Pray for those who die and no one cares. Pray for the saints who have gone before us.  

Walk down Main Street to Depot Street and walk east to the Help Center.

Pray for those who are unemployed or underemployed, those who work hard each day but whose wages do not provide adequate support for their family.  Pray for our unskilled and day laborers.  Pray for those who are hungry and for the people who give themselves to serving these needs.

Continue to Church Street and walk south back to Connell Memorial.  Offer a prayer of thanksgiving for the blessings that we take for granted.  Thank God that you have just been able to walk 1.1 miles, and in that walk have experienced the fullness of human need and response.
