Pondering  from Pastor Paul 

Carolyn, our District Secretary, called last week!  ñItôs time for Charge Conferenceò, she said!  

ñWhat about October 3?  Can you be ready by then?ò 

The truth is that no matter when it is, I cannot seem to be ready!  Endless forms and questionnaires 

to fill out!  Forms with numbers, members added and taken away, insurance forms to file!  There is 

already a mental block to all the work that goes into our Charge Conference! 

It does mean one exciting thing, though!  Charge Conference is where we elect our church officers 

for the coming New Year.  Who will take on the important roles that we need to make Connell func-

tion at its highest capacity?  Are there new people in the church who want to step into new roles of 

leadership?  Is there a better way to structure the church so that our ministry functions at its optimal 

level?  These questions come up every year as the Lay Leadership Committee tackles the task of fill-

ing the necessary spots of leadership for Connell. 

We try to rotate leadership through the church.  Sometimes we are not able to do that, but there are 

several positions that we really need to fill as we look at the 2011.  First is the Family Life Committee 

chair!

This role oversees the Wednesday night meals and programs and plans special events like 

the Great American Cookout in July.  It requires a person attentive to details and good at delegating 

responsibility.

Second is the church treasurer and finance Chair.  We have been without a treasurer this year, and 

Craig Hutfilz has served as both for the past two years.  These positions require someone who can see 

the details of finance and make sense of it.   

Third would be trustees!  Lynn Solomon took on an extra year as chair this year to see several pro-

jects though and we need to appoint three new trustees in 2011 who are interested in maintaining our 

buildings and grounds to the best shape we can afford.  Lynn has really served well, providing long 

term dreams and goals for us to reach.  During his tenure, we have added the much needed restroom in 

the narthex, repaired the parsonage foundation, renovated the Kroll Education Building for our youth 

space, renovated the storage closet and youth offices, created directional maps of the church class-

rooms, and are currently working to make the Activity room a children friendly space for Sunday 

School!  He has done a masterful job with few resources, and we thank him for his work!  Out trustees 

agree to a three year cycle so we always have continuity in our work. 

Other places are evangelism, education, outreach, youth and childrenôs ministry, Staff- Parish Com-

mittee (deals with personnel and salaries), scout liaison, Motherôs day out, scholarship, library, spiri-

tual formation and several other positions as the Lay Ministry team deems necessary.  Please be in 

prayer for this process, and if you would like to volunteer for a particular area, please contact me and 

let me know!
